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Cunningham Public Library Internet Safety and Acceptable Use Policy
Public access to the internet and online services have become an integral part of Cunningham Public Library’s programs and services. The intent of this policy is to meet the provisions of the Kansas Children’s Internet Protection Act to implement and enforce technology protection measures to restrict access to those materials that are child pornography, harmful to minors or obscene, as well as provide guidelines for patrons and staff regarding online computer use of internet accessible computers. 
Internet access is available on public workstations for all users of the Cunningham Public Library as a resource, provided a signed user agreement is on file. 
Patrons use the internet at their own discretion.

All workstations are in view of other patrons and staff. Material displayed on patron computer screens must be appropriate in a public environment. Users are not permitted to display visual depictions of child pornography, images harmful to minors or obscene as defined by Kansas law.

As with other library materials, restriction of a child’s access to the internet is the responsibility of the parent or legal guardian.  Parents are encouraged to monitor and supervise their children’s access to the internet.

The library has no control over computer programs available through the internet.  Any loss of data, damage, or liability that may occur from patron use of programs obtained through library access is not the responsibility of the Cunningham Public Library.

Library computer stations are for designated use only.  
For better service and the security of all users, patrons are not permitted to run programs of their own or programs downloaded from the internet.  Other uses that are not permitted include:  Devices that require software insertion; special purpose browser plug-ins and file storage on fixed disks; exceptions may be made at the librarian’s discretion.

Additionally, other examples of inappropriate use include, but are not limited to the following:

· Disclosure, use, or dissemination of personal information that could threaten the safety or security of a minor, any other person, or the library;

· Attempting unauthorized access to restricted or confidential systems;

· Tampering with computer hardware or software;

· Violation of software license agreements and copyright laws;

· Violation of another user’s privacy;

· Any illegal activity, unethical misrepresentation or any form of harassment;
Illegal acts involving library computer resources may also subject a user to prosecution by local, state, or federal authorities.

If a patron is deemed in violation of the library’s standards and rules of internet use by the librarian or library volunteer, the patron’s computer session will be terminated and said patron will be asked to leave the library. A second offense will result in denial of computer privileges for one month. A third offense will result in denial of all future computer privileges.  Parents or guardians of minors who violate the policy will be notified in writing of any sanctions and the reasons for the sanctions.
Complaints about enforcement of this policy or observed patron behavior which violate this policy shall be submitted in writing to the librarian and shall include name, date, and detailed description. The librarian will copy the complaint to the library board. The patron may come to the next board meeting and will be allowed 15 minutes to make their complaint.
The library complies with state and federal laws.  We have a particular awareness of Kansas laws relating to obscenity such as K.S.A. 2013 Supp. 75-2589 and amendments thereto and federal laws on copyright (U.S. Code, Title 17).  The library complies with the Kansas Children’s Internet Protection Act (CIPA) regarding requirements to use technology protection measures that implement line of sight monitoring. The library cannot be held responsible for prohibited information that might be displayed.
Developed under the direction of the Board of Cunningham Public Library, this internet safety policy was discussed and adopted during an open meeting of the library board on November 27, 2017.  This policy supersedes all previous internet safety policy statements of Cunningham Public Library and is effective on November 27, 2017.
This policy document will be reviewed by the library board at least every three years.
